Councilman Short noted that when he was first elected he was unaware of how the city
functioned and found that an elected official can have a tendency to make staff nervous. He also
noted that it will get done if you ask and be careful not to overuse your authority and utilize the
proper channels, It"s‘f ‘agoo‘d‘» learning tool.

Finance Director Naidu introduced Amy Harrington, City Treasurer, and Anna West,
City Recorder, who will be reappointed at tonight’s meeting. He passed out the city’s
comprehensive annual financial report. ' N

Councilman Seethaler said he would like to.understand more clearly what is the
usefulness of the financial report, if it is given half way through the new year.

Finance Director Naidu said they refer ﬁk to the report when they are working on the
budget. They look at past history when doing the new budget.

ACM Johnson said the information in the report is used and looked at regularly. They
have access to it all the time. The report is just the written concrete version of what is
produced for that year

Councilman Seethaler said it would be valuable to them to have it earlier in the fiscal
year.

Mayor Osborne asked how different is the comprehensive annual financial report to the
monthly financial reports? Finance Director Naidu said there are differences regarding
expenditures and revenues that have not been accounted for when the monthly reports are
done.

Mayor Osborne offered the invocation.
I. TRAINING
City Attorney Wall trained the City Council on the various hats they wear while making

decisions. They are either acting as a legislative body, administrative body, or quasi
judicial body. He discussed the characteristics of each body. He reviewed the basis for
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the decisions and goals of each of the three functions. He reviewed who makes decisions
in each category.

City Attorney Wall said some Legislators are pushing a bill to require all the cities in the
State to adopt the same development standards. They have reached a compromise that if
the development standards change, the cities have to give public notice with a hearing
and they have to put notice on the city’s website. He said the cities feel that development
standards are legislative decisions. The Legislators have agreed that they won’t change
the bill without taking the issue to the task force.

City Attorney Wall gave examples of issues that could be discussed in each category
(Legislative, Administrative, and Quasi Judicial). y 4

1. MAYOR AND COUNCIL ITEMS FOR REVIEW AND DISCUSSION

A Discussion: Mayor Pro Tempore ¥
-
CM Geilmann explained what the Mayor Pro Tempaore position entails. In this city, there
is no standing Mayor Pro Tempore. The City Council can ele‘t, for a specific meeting, to
act in the Mayor’s behalf. It is done on a case by case basis.

Councilman Short said they have had discussions about rotating through the Council so
they each have the opportunity to be Mayor Pro Tempore. It was noted that the Mayor
Pro Tempore still has a vote. % )

City Attorney Wall said another option is to appoint a Mayor Pro Tempore to act for a
period of time. Councilman Short said he would prefer to have it rotate through the
Council so one person does not feel that they have certain authority when the Mayor is
absent.

The City Council discussed how they would like to be referred to in documents, minutes,
during roll.votes, etc. They discussed options such as Council Member, Councilman, and
Councilor. It was determined that during the Council meeting, the Council will refer to
each other-as Mr. duﬁﬁg a roll call vote and in the minutes, the Council will be referred to
as.Councilman. During a Redevelopment Agency or Municipal Building Authority
meeting, they,/ill be referred to as Mr.

City Attorney Wall reminded the Mayor and City Council to fill out their conflict of
interest forms. He reviewed the policy for declaring a conflict of interest. They can
choose to recuse themselves, but they do not have to.

There was a discussion and the City Council was informed that the City Treasurer, City
Recorder, City Attorney, City Manager, and City Prosecutor all take oaths of office that
are kept on file permanently.
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B. Discussion: Water Preservation on Parkways and Parkstrips
The Council determined to discuss this item in the Regular City Council meeting.
C. Discussion: Mid Year Budget

Councilman Seethaler said when they compare the financial statements, there are a
couple issues that are at odds with each other; one is revenues matching with
expenditures. The other situation that they want to create is consistency. He said in the
December monthly statement, they only report 4 months of revenue with respect to sales
tax. In July’s statement, the amount of money recognized in July is not realized until
September. In July and August, no sales tax revenue is shown, but the full burden of the
expenditures is shown. In June’s statement, they have 10 months of sales tax revenue
reported. To have timely information, his recommendation is that on the monthly
statement, they should reflect a recognition of what was realized in that given month. Is
there a barrier to this recommendation? ACM Johnson said they\are doing the accounting
based on a previously set policy.

Finance Director Naidu said they can produce the reports any way that the City Council
would like. He said the City Council should keep in mind that the budget is based on a
modified accrual basis and the expenditures fluctuate (such as snow removal).

ACM Johnson said consistency comes by doing the same thing overtime. They always
compare their numbers to years past. They will do whatever the Council wishes. She said
the first year will be awkward because it will appear that they only have 10 months of
sales tax revenue. They can put a disclosure in the financial report. She said she does not
believe that it will change the bond rating if they account for it properly. Some research
will need to be done to make sure of that.

Councilman Butters asked what does the change accomplish? Councilman Seethaler said
the realization and recognition of the numbers are trued up. He said the way it is currently
being done; there is a level of uncertainty because the books remain open. He said there
would be no problem with the confidence of the numbers. He said they would have a
better sense month to month of the totality of the situation. ACM Johnson said if there
was ever a question, it is because they need to collect more information; not because the
books are stillf)pen. They are confident in their numbers.

ACM Johnson indicated that she needs to discuss a potential change with the auditors and
rating agencies.

ACM Johnson indicated that property taxes don’t come in evenly throughout the year.
Councilman Seethaler said what they are doing is recognizing property tax revenue when
they realize it; they are recognizing sales tax revenue when they earn it and not when they
realize it and that is the inconsistency.

Mayor Osborne asked what are the liabilities and downturns if they make this change?
The pros and cons need to be weighed. He said he likes to see revenues and expenses for
the same year, same month, etc. so they know what has happened each month. He said it
will become intuitive in the future. He wants to know all the pros and cons.

ACM Johnson said the biggest negative is the awkwardness of the transition. They are
being consistent in the process that they have. She said the feelings of the City Council
might be different in 3-6 months. She cautioned about making a change this quickly.
Mayor Osborne asked ACM Johnson to let them know when a decision would need to be
made if they wanted to make the change at the beginning of the new fiscal year. ACM
Johnson said she would research the issue and weigh the pros and cons aver the next
couple of weeks. Councilman Short asked if they can run 2 budgets;.one on how it i
being done and then just on paper, they could track how it would be with-Councilman
Seethaler’s proposal. ACM Johnson said that would take a lot of effort and tracking; she
will add that to her research. Councilman Barnes said the change would make it easier for
the lay person to understand. \

Councilman Seethaler said approving a mid year budget adjustment implies that that all
are in agreement. He said he has been studying it for several days and is not prepared to
vote in favor of it. He doesn’t doubt it, but there is'too much that he doesn’t understand
completely enough. He suggested that they-hold the public hearing and then table the
issue.

ACM Johnson indicated that they will b’utting together budget workshops on how the
process works.

D. Discussion:: Committee Appointments

The City Council discussed that more information is needed to make the committee
appointments on tonight’s agenda. CM Geilmann said the Jordan Valley Water
Conservancy District rd appointment is time sensitive. A closed meeting could be
held to discuss individuals for committee appointments.

Councilman Butters made a motion to approve the agenda, as amended.
Councilman Seethaler seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous 5-0 in favor.

Councilman Seethaler said in the January 3, 2012 Regular Meeting minutes, he asked that
the statement read to the Mayoral applicants be put in the body of the minutes rather than
as an attachment. It has been incorporated in a revised set of minutes.
Councilman Newton made a motion to approve all of the minutes, with the ,
amendment as noted by Councilman Seethaler. Councilman Short seconded the

motion. The vote was unanimous 5-0 in favor.

Il. CITIZEN COMMENT o

David Colton, 11072 Woodfield Rd., said he is a‘erit badg‘ counselor. He introduced
Jared Bennett, scout.

Jared Bennett, 11317 S. Brown Summit Cir., said.the pool that the Bingham swim team
uses is not Olympic size, and there is-no-place for parents to sit. People have to look over
each other’s heads. A larger pool would‘ a benefit to the Bingham swim team.

Councilman Barnes said he takes the issue seriously. He feels passionately about the
issue and sympathizes with the situation. They are in an economically restricted time.
The issue is on his mind. He is committed to finding a way to rectify the situation, if at all
possible.

Kim Chandoin, 1152&zzy Cove, said many years ago, a developer took out the turn
around on their street. The lot to the north was to be developed. The curb and gutter was
taken out. Many on tlggir street are concerned with safety issues. The developer had
offered to use his driveway as the turnaround. She noted that the city code states that the
cul.de sacs must have an 80 ft. turnaround. She said there are many situations where
garbage trucks and UPS trucks cannot turnaround. There are 50 children on the full street.
This isa huge safety concern. She said the developer did not take the turnaround out; he
took the curb and gutter out and put dirt over the asphalt that was there. She said this
happened 5-6 years ago. She has been working with the city on this issue for over a year,
working with many departments. She was told that the City Engineer said there was no
warrant to put the turnabout back in. She noted that it is at approximately 2800 West.

Mayor Osborne said staff will work with Ms. Chandoin on the issue. Councilman
Newton asked that the issue be put in the agenda for the 2" meeting in February. CM
Geilmann asked that staff be allowed to address the issue first.
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Dr. David Alvord, 1685 W. 10600 S., expressed concern about the AED mandate in the
City. It requires businesses to purchase emergency medical equipment. In this economy,
certain profit margins have to be met and the mandates can break the camels back. This is
a case where the government has gone too far. The Fire Department told him that he was
in violation of 15 codes and it could result in penalties of up to $7,000. He said he felt
bullied. He said he is appreciative of the Fire Department but has issue with how the
AED’s are funded. The City should not create an unfunded mandate. It is the local
businesses that provide sales tax that fund most of what the city does. He said the Fire
Chief feels like this is the new normal and every business will have AED’s. He said there
have been AED’s funded by other states and governments; it was not always done by
mandate. He said AED’s can save lives, but he takes issue with how they are being paid
for. He said Obama Care is another unfunded mandate. The City is doing the sameying.

George Stoll, 4139 W. 9580 S., said South Jordan has quite a few basement apartments.
He understands the concern with wanting to protect home values. With the @conomic
times, people are doing this to stay in their homes. He said.there is no problem with crime
or noise with basement apartments because the owners live in'the house. The biggest
problem is with parking. When there is a rental home in the neighborhood, then you have
problems with crime, noise, etc. Rentals and abandoned property create issue with home
values because yards are not being taken care of. The value of homes increase when there
is a basement apartment for aging parents and married children. The City Council can
make regulations regarding parking. His request is-for the city to look at the Ordinance
regarding basement apartments.

Mayor Osborne asked if Mr. Stoll WouIRke the city to adopt a policy to allow for
basement apartments in private residents for both family and non family? Mr. Stoll said
yes. Councilman Newton said the previous City Council looked at and deferred this issue
last year. It will be on the agenda again in March or April.

Mr. Stoll said he has information on what other cities are doing regarding basement
apartments. It was noted that Mr. Stoll has been given notice from the city that he is in
violation of.the code.

Councilman Butters made a motion to abate any movement against Mr. Stoll until
the issues regarding the Ordinance are addressed. Councilman Newton seconded
the motion. The vote was 3-2 in favor, with Councilman Seethaler and Councilman
Short opposed.

Councilman Barnes said he would also like to put on hold enforcement of the AED issue
for Dr. Alvord until that is addressed. Mayor Osborne said they would address that as
part of item IX.B.1.

B. APWA (American Public Works Association) Presentation of Plaques by
Past APWA President Dwayne Kalynchuk, Signifying South Jordan City
as the 76™ Agency to be Fully Accredited by APWA.

Public Works Director Don Bruey said they have been working on this for several years.
The accreditation process took 18 months. He introduced Dwayne Kalynchuk, former
APWA President.
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Mr. Kalynchuk explained the accreditation program. He awarded plaques to the South
Jordan Public Works Department and the TransJordan Landfill. It was noted that the city
will apply for re-accreditation in 2015. A TransJordan Landfill representative said he has
served on the Board since 2006. They have one of the best managed landfills in the
Country.

Public Works Director Bruey recognized his staff; Jason Rasmussen, Aaron Sainsbury,
Colby Hill, Jeremy Collins, Jed Bell, and Annie Hansen. Every other city division
participated in the process.

Mayor Osborne asked about the benefits of the accreditation. Mr. Kalynchuk said there
are excellent procedures in place. When they get new employees, they will understand
their responsibilities. It makes the Public Works department more efficient. This is 1 of
76 communities in North America with this accreditation. South Jordan is the first
community in the State to receive the accreditation. k\

Councilman Short made a motion to approve Resolution R2012-06.

Councilman Seethaler agreed that this represents reclassifications and adjustments. His
concern is that to vote on the mid-year adjustment implies that they endorse the numbers.
He said to better understand the allocations and the financial status of the city, he would
like 3 weeks to make a more thorough review. Councilman Newton said they shouldn’t
pass the budget if they have not fully grasped it. He asked if there is any harm to the city
by delaying the action?
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ACM Johnson said there is one change to the fee schedule that allows the Fire
Department to change the way they bill for the new inter facility transfer service. Because
this is a new service, they need the language in the fee structure to move forward.

Councilman Newton asked if they can approve the fee structure language separately?
City Attorney Wall said yes.

Councilman Barnes made a substitute motion to adopt the adjusted fee schedule but
table the mid-year amended budget for 3 weeks until February 7, 2012.

Councilman Butters seconded Councilman Short’s motion.

Councilman Seethaler said they need to understand.the adjustments. By delaying this for
three weeks, the onus is upon each of them to continue their study to come up with
questions and issues for the budgets and operations of the city so they are better educated.

Councilman Short said the money has been allocated for a reason. To change the
numbers takes away from the original-budget. Councilman Seethaler said they are not
proposing to change any of the numbers that have been presented.

Chairman Osborne asked how are the values set if the documents do not outline certain
amounts? Mr. Preece explained that the School District’s allocation was set with the
budget approval. He said the values are based on percentages. It is based on estimates,
not specific dollar amounts.

ACM Johnson said $500,000 to
Kennecott Land, for this fiscal year.

Mr. Seethaler made a motion to adopt RDA Resolution 2012\01 Mr. Short seconded
the motion.

A.L.. Resolution R2012-08, Council Appointment to the Jordan Valley Water
Consqxancy Board of Trustees

It was noted that this Board is usually comprised of Mayors. ACM Whatcott explained
the frequency of the meetings and what authority the Board of Trustees has. It was noted
that there is.generally no problem with conflicts of interest for this entity. The Mayor
would report back any pertinent information to the City Council.

Councilman Newton said he feels this is an important Board because JVWCD is
proposing to raise their rates 5 percent a year, for 10 years. Councilman Seethaler said it
is not just the amount, but the communication of the rationale behind the rate increases.

Councilman Seethaler asked if Mayor Osborne is willing and has time available for this
assignment? Mayor Osborne said culinary and secondary water is of highest importance.
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He will adjust his schedule to attend the meetings and will report issues back to the City
Council.

It was noted that this position is a volunteer position.

Councilman Butters made a motion to approve Resolution R2012-08, appointing
Mayor Scott Osborne to the Jordan Valley Water Conservancy District Board of
Trustees. Councilman Seethaler seconded the motion. Roll call vote. The vote was
unanimous 5-0 in favor.

B.1. Resolution R2012-09, Council Appointment to the South Valley Seﬂer
District Board of Trustees

ACM Whatcott said this Board of Trustees is also made up.of Mayors. He explained
when the meetings are held, and the importance of this Board. He said any of the Council
Members are qualified to serve on this board. This is also a volunteer position.

Councilman Butters noted that this appointment V\Mlld fill th‘ remaining 2 year term of
Kent Money.

Councilman Seethaler asked if Councilman Newton had knowledge or interest in this
area? Councilman Newton said he had %bjectians to serving on the board. His
understanding was that they wanted coordination with the Sewer and Water Boards.

CM Geilmann explained that it was the intent for the Mayor to serve on the Sewer Board
and the Water Board. There is clout having the Mayor serve on these types of Boards.
Mayor Osborne indicated that he would be able to represent the City on both Boards.

Mayor Osborne said he had a meeting today with the staff of Orin Hath about getting
grants to get affluent water to the elevated portion of the city. The only question is how to
do it, in the least expensive way, and how to allow the Federal Government to participate
in that.

Councilman Newton made a motion tﬁdopt Resolution R2012-11, appointing

months so they can be up to speed on their assignments.

IX. REPORTS AN&QEOUESTS OF OFFICERS, BOARDS, COMMITTEES

A. MAYOR
e

Mayor Osborne said he attended a COG meeting. They discussed the accidents that have
been occurring with Front Runner and Trax. COG asked that the local Police
Departments be tasked with enforcement of the laws associated with UTA. It was noted
that a meeting with the City’s Police Chief and UTA’s Security Director is already
scheduled.

B. CITY COUNCIL MEMBERS
1. AED Ordinance Discussion (Councilman Barnes)

Councilman Barnes said this issue was brought up earlier by Dr. Alvord. The issue is
how the requirement is being implemented. He said Fred Lampropolous donated money
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($100,000) to fund AED’s in certain locations in the City. He would encourage more of
that type of participation. The fact that it is an unfunded mandate and was brought up by
a concerned citizen makes him feel it is worth discussing and seeing what type of
changes are needed to the Ordinance.

Councilman Newton asked what is the cost of a unit? Councilman Barnes said $1,400 per
AED.

Mayor Osborne asked if the Council wishes to open up a discussion on this Ordinance
during a work session to see if they can fund it differently. He said he would like- more
information relative to the $100,000 gift, where it was used and if it has all been
expended. Councilman Short said he does not feel they should throw-out the program; it
has saved lives. He thinks a work session should be done so the Fire Department¢
explain the program. Councilman Butters said they also need to address how this would
effect businesses that have supplied AED’s at their own cost, along with letters from
businesses that are appreciative and non appreciative of the requirement. Councilman
Barnes said it is not the intention to throw out the Ordinance. He would like to see if
there is a different way to implement the program.

The Council discussed putting the issue on a work‘ession fo‘March 20",

Councilman Barnes asked if they can delay enforcement of this until March, at least for
Dr. Alvord? CM Geilmann said they will. have to see where Dr. Alvord is in the
enforcement process. It was noted.that I*Alvord has been given a compliance date of
February 1, 2012. CM Geilmann will talk to Fire Chief Evans about that issue.

Councilman Short made a motion to have Fire Chief Evans do a presentation on the
AED Ordinance, including background information and the impact and effect of the
ordinance, for the March. 20" work session.

There was some discussion about having the Dr. at Jordan Valley Hospital that has
worked with.the Fire Department attend the meeting as well. Councilman Barnes asked if
Dr. Alvord could also speak to the issue. Councilman Short said he talked during
tonight’s open microphone. He can always have input during an open City Council
meeting. He said he would prefer not to hear the opposing view in the same session. If
they proceed \ﬁith an Ordinance amendment, there would be a public hearing scheduled
at a later date.

Councilman Barnes made a motion including all of the previous motion, but to
allow Dr. Alvord to speak, if he would like.

Councilman Butters seconded Councilman Short’s motion.
Councilman Barnes said Dr. Alvord was constrained to 3 minutes tonight. If anything

goes forward from the work session, he would like it based on both viewpoints. Mayor
Osborne asked if Councilman Short would be opposed to Dr. Alvord speaking after the
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Fire Department’s presentation, to provide additional information. Councilman Short said
no.

The vote was 4-1 in favor, with Councilman Barnes opposed.
2. Drought Resistance Landscaping Discussion (Councilman Newton)

Councilman Newton said there was a water citizens committee that provided a report
with eight recommendations to the City Council. He said the report was accepted, but it is
unclear if the Council dug into that report. He said there is also a landscaping policy
adopted that is passed out to developers and it is a water conservation measure. He said
he is not sure if it is just suggestions or if it is required. He said there-are questions
enforcement of the Ordinance. He said he is concerned about a summer drought given the
low snow level this year. He said he is concerned that the parks are using culinary water.
With the reclamation water coming on line, it will be a major issue this year. They are
going to need to talk about water restrictions before July and discuss when to implement
reclamation water. They need to dedicate some time in a work'session to this issue,
during the first quarter.

Councilman Seethaler asked what would be the o&ome of t’e discussion? Councilman
Newton said they need to decide if they are‘going to deal with landscaping and water use
issues with new construction. He said there is some question if there is sufficient teeth in
the law for enforcement of the Ordinance. Should they be enforcing it at least on the new
homes being built? They need to deal wt? commercial landscaping, similar to the
residential landscaping. They also need-to discuss how they are going to deal with
reclamation water. They also'need to address converting the city parks to secondary water
and the costs associated with that.

Councilman Seethaler asked if they would also be discussing secondary water use beyond
parks? Councilman N‘t:)n said that is an additional issue. The other issues appear to be
more urgent.

Mayor Osborne said gsvelopers used to give the city irrigation shares. It was noted that is
still done with residential developments. CM Geilmann suggested that they start with a
review of the citizen committees’ study. Councilman Newton said he would also like to
talk about the‘andscaping Ordinance and enforcement issues.

Councilman Newton made a motion to review the water citizen committees study,
and the landscaping Ordinance and enforcement issues at the work meeting on
February 21, 2012. Councilman Barnes seconded the motion. The vote was
unanimous in favor.
